 Regularly attend Republican Central Committee meetings. 

 Carry out key responsibilities as outlined in the PCRCC Key Responsibilities 

document. 

 Support the Recruitment/Volunteer Committee Chair in activities that raise 

awareness of the party and/or our candidates. 

 Support fundraising programs developed by the Fundraising Committee Chair.   

 Support communications programs developed by the Publicity/Communications 

Committee Chair. 

 Support the programs developed by the Caucus to Convention Committee Chair, 

especially the activities executed at a county level. 

 Assist in registering Republican voters across the county. 

 Assist with the get out the vote (GOTV) efforts across the county. 
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Qualifications: (Skills, Knowledge, Education, Experiences: 

 

 Should be reasonably responsive to requests for time and effort.  (Expect 4-5 

hours per month). 

 Should be personable.  Getting along with people is vitally important in political
